1215

Magna Carta Libertatum King John of England signs the Great Charter, limiting royal power.

1225
Birth of Thomas Aquinas Peak of Scholasticism and integration of Aristotelian philosophy.

1271
Travels of Marco Polo Venetian merchant departs for the court of Kublai Khan.

1300

The Great Jubilee Pope Boniface VIII declares the first Holy Year; end of the High Middle Ages.
