Castigate To reprimand someone severely.  

D  

Deference Humble submission and respect.  

Desiccate To remove the moisture from; cause to become dry.

Ephemeral Lasting for a very short time.  

Equivocal Open to more than one interpretation; ambiguous.

Fervid Intensely enthusiastic or passionate.
